ABSTRACT

This paper reports on recent archaeological investigations of the Central Rio Grande Valley,
NM and on Pueblo II (PII) occupations in that area.  A number of excavations undertaken in
this area in the recent past have highlighted important aspects of cultural development that
are clear in other parts of the Southwest during this period.  In particular, the architectural
transformation from wattle-and-daub to stone masonry for the construction of above-ground
residential and storage units - witnessed at several valley floor sites reported in this work.....
